IT’'S AS EASY AS 1-2-3

1. Type in the chords. MiBAC JAZZ is so easy to use, you'll feel at
home with it right away. And its screen appearance is so like a lead
sheet, you'll hardly notice the difference.

2. Click the “Write” tool. It’'s fast! You can write a 12 bar blues
with 40 choruses in seconds. Each chorus will have different drum
patterns, bass lines, piano comping rhythms, and piano voicings.

3. Click the “Play” tool and play along. The music you hear sounds
incredibly live and natural, because all of the rhythms were played in
by real musicians, not generated by mathematical formulas.
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12 Jazz Styles: 4/4 and 3/4 ballad, swing, and fast bebop; rock
shuffle, bossa nova, samba, slow 12/8, two beat, and a four chord
per measure ballad swing.

Export Standard MIDI Files and open your song in a sequencer to

record additional tracks, or in a notation program to print out the
parts. Print lead sheets in written or transposed keys.

Flexible Song Forms - Kach song can have a 16 measure intro-
duction, a 16 measure coda, and a chorus of up to 96 measures.
The chorus can be repeated, and songs can be up to 480 measures
long.

Flexible Playback - Play in any key, at any tempo. Play multiple songs
Lo practice a set.

Write bass pedals; move the bass line ahead of or behind the beat.
Use with transposing instruments; the playback key can be different
than the chords displayed on the screen.
